The Congressional Art Competition began in 1982 to provide an opportunity for members ofCongress to encourage and recognize the artistic talents of their young constituents. Sincethen, over 650,000 high school students have been involved with the nationwide competition. Allentries must be an original in concept, design and execution.  There will be an official Congressional reception in honor of all the winners on June 24, inWashington, DC.  Each winner is also eligible for a $1500 scholarship to the Savannah College of Art and Design,provided they apply for admission and are accepted.Samantha received her certificate at an awards ceremony in Congressman Pence's newMuncie office , having been selected out of 57 entries from across the Sixth CongressionalDistrict.
